are registered. New girls and adults can always be added as they join the troop!

for your local station.(If interested, contact Jackie, Anniston Offic&Ask stores to put “It's Girl
Scout Cookie Time” on their outdoor signs.

Remember--for each cookie certificate earned, a qirl’s name will be entered in a drawing for a 36-inch Brichon Frise Dog.

Leaders, please be sure your girls wear their uniforms or at least their sashes at booth sales. The cookie
program is similar to running a business and the girls should represent Girl Scouts and the cookie booth in
a professional way.

Remind your troops that if they want to do a booth sale in a neighborhood other than their own, they must
submit a booth request form to the Neighborhood Cookie Manager in that area. In Calhoun County, send
the request to the Anniston Office.

Please remember to promote the Gift of Caring program. It's a wonderful way to support and interact with
local organizations that may need a little help and a morale boost. As you know, the cookie program is
very important to the troops and Girl Scouts (See the TCM booklet for the Anniston Office).

It's wonderful to have a program that the girls, their families and the general public look forward to each
year with great anticipation. Remember, it's not too late to set a troop goal.

WHICH BANK DO | USE FOR COOKIES ? .

Regions is the only bank that will be used for the 2008 Cookie Program.
The account number is 03 0037 1947. Current locations for this bank are in
Calhoun and Talladega counties. Your Neighborhood Cookie Manager will have
deposit slips for Regions.

DO NOT USE ANY DEPOSIT SLIPS FROM PREVIOUS COOKIE SALES.

If you are unable to get to a branch of Regions Bank you may deposit the cookie money into your
troop account and then write a check to the council — make your checks payable to Girl Scouts of
North-Central Alabama. If you do not already have a troop account you will need to open one as
soon as possible.

The name on the account should be: Girl Scouts of North-Central Alabama

Check out your green Troop Keys booklet for more information.

Your first payment will be due to the Anniston office no later than 4:30 p.m. on Thursday, 21
February 2008. The minimum due will be 50% of the money owed for your initial order. You may
pay more. This payment will be either by depositing into Regions Bank (either a troop check or
cash) and sending a validated deposit slip from Regions, or by sending your troop check to the
Anniston office. Be sure to put your name and troop number, etc., on the deposit slip. Without this

information your troop will not receive credit!

It will be important to collect money quickly from the parents. As they have a whole week or so to
deliver pre-orders, this should not be a problem. The balance will be due with your final report
which is due to your Neighborhood Cookie Manager on 11 March 2008.

Again, you may either deposit into Regions Bank and send the Anniston office a validated copy of
the deposit slip, or deposit into your troop account and send the Anniston office a troop check.
See page 23 of the Troop Cookie Manager booklet to find out how much you will owe the council.
The remainder is your troop’s share of the sale.

If you'd like to, you may deposit the money into your troop account as you go along and
then deposit a troop check into the council account at Regions. This will avoid holding
cookie money at your home. Call the Anniston Office , 256/237-2825 if you have
questions.

Girls worldwide say... “WORLD THINKING DAY” February 22, 2008

World Thinking Day gives Girl Guides and Girl Scouts a chance to celebrate
international friendships and is a reminder that Girl Scouts of the USA is part of
a global community, one of 144 countries in the World Association of Girl Guides
and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS). The theme for 2008 is  “Think About Water”
focusing on water’s importance to health and on the issues of access to clean
water and water conservation.

Complete all four activities:

1. Girl Scouts voted on the countries to represent the five regions of WAGGGS and
chose the following: Australia (Asia/Pacific), Brazil (Western Hemisphere), Egypt
(Arab Region), /ltaly (Europe) and Madagascar (Africa). Choose ONE country and
learn as much as you can about it (culture, food, music, Girl Guiding or Girl
Scouting, and water & environment). Share this at a Neighborhood event or with
another troop or your troop’s family members.

2. Girl Scouts in the USA are encouraged to contribute at least one dollar each to
the Juliette Low World Friendship Fund  (JLWFF) on World Thinking Day. This
money helps Girl Scouts in the USA with travel opportunities and also for
WAGGGS projects. Find a unique way to collect money from your troop for this
fund and donate it with your patch order.

3. World Thinking Day is a good time to present the World Trefoil Pin to your troop
members. Find out the meanings of the different parts of the pin and teach it to
your troop or another troop.

4. Do a “Think About Water” activity that focuses on: (1) Providing access to clean
water, OR (2) Drinking water for health, OR (3) Conserving water for the world.
